Tell us if you think you have seen the child’s picture on television, a grocery bag,

. poster, directory, mailer, VCA fax dissemination, or other missing children’s

announcement.

Remember that you may remain anonymous with VCA if you wish. The important
thing is to help reunite missing children with their families!
